3.  You can play with 9 players.  If you start with 9 players, you must finish with 9.  If 
you start with 9, the last batting position in the lineup will be an out and remain an out for 
the entire game.  If additional players arrive after the start of the game, they may be used 
in the game. If 10 players are present at the start of the game, you must play 10.  If you  
start with 10 players, you must finish with 10, however the ASA short handed player rule 
will be in effect.  Free substitution can be used, all players can bat but only 10 may play 
the field at any one time.  You must tell the umpires at the beginning of the game if you 
wish to use free substitution.  If you bat more that 10 people and a player must leave the 
game for any reason that player’s position in the batting order will become an out. If you 
start with more than 10 in the batting order, you must finish the game with no fewer than 
10 people.

4.  Trophies will be given to first and second place teams in all divisions.  Ties will be  
broken by head-to-head records.  The second tie breaker will be total runs scored in the 
tournament.  If all else fails coin toss will break the tie.

5.  No bats will be allowed that were not recertified by the ASA for 2010 play

6.  There will be a 1-1 Count.
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
